Entry Rules and Information 
 

1.  Entrants are limited to one item per category.  Items may be 
entered into the Judged Competition or the Non-Judged 
Display.  Please indicate on the Entry Information form. 
 

2. Entry Form & fee must be received by October 15, 2009. 
 

3. The $5.00 entry fee includes free admission to the show. 
Youth entries in Categories Q, R and S are free. 
 

4. Mailed entries must arrive by Friday, October 23 at Material 
Matters, Attn: WQHP, Inc., W62 N580 Washington Avenue, 
Cedarburg, WI 53012. 
 
If you will not be picking up your entries after the show, 
supply return UPS shipping & insurance fees, a self-
addressed mailing label and a sturdy box. 
 

5. All entries must remain on display until 4 p.m. Sunday, 
November 1

st
.  Please pick up entries at Cedarburg High 

School between 5:00 & 5:30 p.m.  Claim Checks will be 
required. 
 

6. All quilts are required to have a rod pocket for hanging, 
except Division 5 entries.  The pocket must be 4” deep 
the width of the quilt.  A Bed Quilt pocket should be 90” 
from the bottom. 
 

7. Include a typed statement sharing the quilt’s story on an 8 ½” 
x 11” paper using 100 words or less. 
 

8. Entrants are urged to check their personal insurance policies. 
 

9. Entries must be made entirely by the entrant, except  
Division 4. The name of the quilter for each item entered is 
required on the Entry Information – 2009 form. 
 

10. Group Quilt: A quilt that more than one person has worked on 
at any stage of its construction.  This includes quilts sent out 
for machine or hand quilting (Division 4). 
 

11. Items entered in a previous Cedarburg WQHP judged show 
will be ineligible.  Soiled or damaged items will not be 
accepted. 
 

12. The Quilt Show Committee is unable to accommodate special 
handling requests for entries. 
 

13. Entries may be photographed for personal use only. 
 

14. Quilt appraisals by a certified appraiser will be available on 
October 31 & November 1 for a fee.  Call 262-377-8264 for 
an appointment or fee information; walk-ins are welcome as 
time permits.
